(‘zD e have a great praise report from the radio station. We have been jumping through all the legal hoops for months now with
very few results, but this past week we were finally granted temporary rights from the city mayor to broadcast while we are
going through the NTC (National Telecommunication Commission) licensing process. That means we will be able to start airing Bible
teachings immediately. The next step is to find (prayer is greatly appreciated) a congressman who is willing to present a bill before the
congress to grant us a “franchise” here in the Philippines. Once we have the franchise (requires the president’s signature) we can move
on to the actual application for a radio license. The time line for completing the process is

likely several years. Though we expect to find lots of challenges we are getting more and more
excited with the opportunity to reach so many with the Word of God!
