“zD e mentioned in December we were granted
temporary rights from the city mayor to
broadcast while we went through the licensing
process with the NTC (National
Telecommunications Commission) The next step
was to get a ‘radio franchise’. This was the great
unknown of the whole process - no one could tell
us exactly what a franchise was or how to get one.
The one thing were told is that it was granted by
an act of congress - which sounded very
intimidating. All we wanted to do was put up a
small 20 watt transmitter in a remote part of the
Philippines.

It means we could apply for licenses to broadcast in cities all over the
country!
